Science fiction is described as stories based on developments in science or technology – existing developments or fictional developments of the future.

Early fiction falls into 3 main areas:

1) the danger to man and the possibility of destruction of present scientific or technological developments are carried further;

2) what may happen after man has defeated the problems of war, disease and poverty – that man may be able to go beyond the limits of the human body and gain some of the qualities of machines;
3) although man may have lost something of natural life on earth, he can explore the world of space.
